STORAGE

4.	 Allow adhesive to flash off until it is tacky but does not string or 
stick to a dry finger touch.

5.	 Apply tape / flashing product quickly thereafter to minimize poten-
tial dust contamination. Hand roll tape / flashing product to ensure 
complete and uniform adhesive contact.
